
Sidekick Spinning Wheel
Our new folding spinning wheel, the Sidekick, 
is just out and we hope that you’ll have a chance 
to spin on one this summer. Our new pint-sized 
darling is everything we wanted in a folding travel 
wheel: a terrifi c spinner, comfortable (made so by 
our long curvy treadles and 25" orifi ce height), 
stable, and easy to fold and unfold.

FEATurEs

The Sidekick weighs just 13 pounds and folds to 
21 ½" x 15" x 8 ¼" for easy transport. The 13 ¾" 
drive wheel allows for spinning ratios from 4.25:1 
to 15.25:1.  The drive wheel spins on ball bearings; 
the fl yer turns on self-aligning bearings. The Side-
kick’s bobbins, whorls, and fl yer are interchange-
able with our Matchless and Ladybug wheels. 
Includes 3 travel bobbins, 2 whorls, a threading 
hook, and carrying strap.

What’s the difference 
between a boat shuttle and 
an end-delivery shuttle?
-- want to know more

Dear wants to know more,
The main difference 
between a boat shuttle and 
an end-delivery shuttle 
is how the weft yarn is 
delivered in the shed. In a 
boat shuttle the yarn un-
winds from a free-spinning 
bobbin; in an end-delivery 
shuttle, the weft yarn 
unwinds from the tip of a 
stationary pirn. The weft 
yarn then goes through an 
adjustable tensioner which 
evenly releases the yarn.

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With the end-delivery 
system, if the shuttle stops, 
the yarn stops. This may 
not seem like a big deal, 
but it is. Because the yarn 
unwinds as the shuttle 
moves, perfect selvedges 
are possible with no fi d-
dling whatsoever. Weaving 
is more effi cient because 
the hands stay close to the 
shed to throw and catch the 
shuttle, not touching the 
selvedges. To learn more 
about shuttles see our Sum-
mer 2004 web newsletter 
by visiting schachtspindle.

A Project
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Ribbed Summer Scarf 
Designed and Woven by Jane Patrick

Project Notes 
Even when the days are hot, summer evenings 
can be cool, especially here in the Rockies. This 
little scarf  is an easy summer weaving project that 
you can weave up on your Cricket Loom, whether 
you’re at home or on the road. I’ve used two dif-
ferent pale pink yarns, one for the warp and the 
other for the weft, but this scarf will weave up just 
as lovely in a bright sunflower yellow or brilliant 
zinnia red.

The ribbing stripes that accent the length of the 
scarf are just several warp yarns used together. 
This was easily created during the warping pro-

cess where several ends were threaded in one slot. 

Structure Plain weave with grouped warp ribs.

Equipment
Jane wove this on the Cricket Loom, but you could 
weave this project on any rigid heddle loom or 
floor loom by threading the grouped ends in a 
single heddle.

Yarns
Warp—Classic Elite Yarns Silky Alpaca Lace (70% 
alpaca and 30% silk) at 4169 yd/lb, pale pink. 1 
ball/460 yards per ball.
Weft—Cascade Yarns Kid Seta (70% super kid mo-
hair and 30% silk) at 4181 yd/lb in color 463, pale 
pink. 1 ball/230 yards per ball.

Warp
Warp length: 90"
Warp ends: 99 (includes the grouped threads). 
Width in reed: 6 ¾".
Sett: About 10 working ends per inch. See thread-
ing plan.

Dimensions
Size after weaving: 6 1/2" x 62"
Size after washing: 5 1/2" x 58" with 2" fringes.

Notes  
When using the direct peg warping method, you 
will sley 4 slots with 2 ends per slot, then thread 
the 5th slot with 6 threads and the 6th slot with 4 
threads. Repeat this another 4 times, then sley 4 
slots with 2 ends per slot.
Finish warping at the peg (single end in the slot). 
You will place this end in the hole at the selvedge. 
When threading the holes, take a thread 
from the first slot at the edge and thread it 
in the selvedge hole. The slot with 6 threads 
will have one of the threads removed and 
threaded in the adjacent hole. The hole 
between the grouped warp threads is left 
unthreaded. Alternatively, you could wind the 
warp on a warping board and then thread the 
rigid heddle according to the threading plan.
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Scarf on loom, with several warp yarns grouped in slots to form ribs.
